This is an attempt to pen down the key elements of a National Manufacturing Sector Policy Draft, in 30 pages, for INDIA.
The Draft highlights key issues which require attention. Details which are relevant and stand-alone have been separately documented, as annexure.
The Policy Draft covers the main aspects and mentions the salient features, without excessive documentation of details. These will be expanded, at the time of implementation.

Each annexure is a stand alone document and the hard copy is separately available. The aim is not to clutter the main Policy Document and confuse the reader with details. 

We have kept the manufacturing policy document as simple as possible, so that it can be implemented with ease and speed and without too much debate and discussion.

Already 55 years have passed, since our independence, and we have run out of time for further debate and endless discussion. While we debate, the rest of the World moves ahead.

The Policy covers nearly 90% of the important areas which need to be addressed, as soon as possible. Minor areas can also be addressed once the main Policy is implemented.

There are 4 annexure of 8, 28, 41 & 47 pages and the 5th as a CD-ROM on Definition of SME’s in USA, Europe, Japan & Pakistan as also the soft copy of the Policy & all the annexure, respectively.
It is a “Holistic” Policy based on Practical Experience and Bench-marking India with other Globally Developed & Developing Nations, with the sole objective to make INDIA an International HUB in Manufacturing.
The benefit of this Policy Draft will not only be in the areas of Manufacturing, but will also overflow into other areas within the country, such as the Trading and the Services Sector of the INDIAN Economy
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
